A high ranking German university 
delegation visited South Africa at the 
beginning of April (cf. IC newsletter 
February 2009). The group of 19 was 
warmly welcomed by all the universities 
(UP, Wits, UCT, UWC, CPUT and SU) 
and higher education policy institutions 
(DST, NRF and HESA) they visited and 
enjoyed the spirit of openness and 
dialogue conveyed by the hosts.  
     In a dense schedule of meetings and 
presentations, a detailed and multi-
faceted picture of both the achievements 
and challenges of South African 
universities in recent years was depicted. 
The guests were impressed by the quality 
of research and education at the South 
African academic institutions and during 
informal talks common ground was found  
for future collaboration. A number of  

impressive cultural presentations 
at UWC, SU and the Cape Town 
Jazz Festival topped off a tour 
that left a lasting impression with 
the German university  
managements. “I had the feeling  

that I really got to know a part of 
South Africa and I will definitely 
return,” said Prof Dr Ferdinand 
Müller-Rommel, the Vice-
President of Leuphana

More than 80 scholars of German studies from Africa, 
India and the German speaking countries took part in 
the bi-annual conference of the SAGV (Association for 
German Studies in Southern Africa). The conference 
was held in Grahamstown, from 6 – 8 April. In more 
than 60 papers and workshops, contributors reflected 
on the notion of ‘Fremde’ – an ambiguous German 
word that describes all shades of foreignness, 
alterisation, alienation etc. – in language and 
literature. The topic of this year’s conference was 
chosen under the impression of the xenophobic 
outburst in South Africa a year ago and aims at being  
 

linked to the public discourse ensuing it. The DAAD 
contributed to the conference by funding the 
participation of a number of colleagues from Southern 
Africa and also by enabling DAAD alumni from North 
and West African countries to take part in the 
conference. The DAAD also supported the invitation of 
Prof Anil Bhatti of the Centre of German Studies at JNU 
Delhi and President of the Goethe Society of India to 
the conference. The DAAD IC Johannesburg wishes to 
congratulate Dr Rolf Annas of Stellenbosch University 
on his election as SAGV president and wishes him and 
the newly elected board a most successful term.
